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  God has entrusted some of us with few, and others with many material bless-

ings.  Regardless of what God has chosen to bless us with, we are simply the 

managers of what He has given us.  God is the creator, provider, and owner of all 

things.  Our heavenly Father has chosen us to be His privileged stewards.  As 

stewards, weôve been given an important position with much responsibil-

ity.  ñMoreover, it is required of stewards that they be found trustworthyò (1 Corin-

thians 4:2).  Our lives and resources are to be managed responsibly to fulfill the 

purpose God gives us. 

 

   In our materialistic society, being a manager rather than an owner is a difficult 

concept to accept.  Our culture encourages the accumulation of things, and it 

places value on people according to what they own.  In our humanity, we want to 

be in control and to feel important.  Having our names on car and house titles 

gives us the illusion of being in control and of having the power and importance we 

seek.  Doesnôt the American dream include owning a big house and driving a nice 

car? 

 

   Come to think of it, donôt we deserve all we have?  After all, wasnôt it through our 

hard work that we have attained all we enjoy?  These are attitudes that creep into 

our thinking.  We forget that not only does God give us things to enjoy, He gives us 

the ability to earn our money. ñBeware lest you say in your heart, óMy power and 

the might of my hand have gotten me this wealth.ô  You shall remember the Lord 

your God, for it is He who gives you power to get wealthéò (Deut. 8:17-18).  As 

Godôs people, let us not become arrogant and forget that He is the source of all 

things and the giver of ñevery good and perfect giftò (James 1:17).  
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Choosing Eternal over Worldly Treasures 



   As Godôs people, we should see money as a tool rather than an end in it-
self.  Unfortunately, many people devote all their time and energy to acquire more 
of it.  Jesus said we canôt serve both God and money (Matthew 6:24).  If we 
choose to serve worldly treasures, we will end up broken, frustrated, and unhappy 
with no hope and no future.  In Christ, we will find peace, joy, and our eternal 
life.  As we serve the Lord, we can be encouraged by these words in Proverbs, 
ñWhoever trusts in his riches will fall, but the righteous will flourish like a green 
leafò (Proverbs 11:28).

For four Sundays beginning February 20, 
Iôm going to share what Scripture and several respected ex-
perts say this is all about and why it should be important, very 
important, to each and everyone of us. I hope everyone ï youth 
to ñus mature onesò ï will join me in the Fellowship Hall during 
the Adult Education hour session. 

 

As a ñsneak peek,ò I found the following just recently: 

 

ñThe obvious fact that we all sin can create an atmosphere of false security 
among us, leading us to accept with ease the idea that sin is so common-
place that we ought not to be too bothered by it lest we surrender our mental 
health to a self-deprecating neurosis. Yet in our desire to console ourselves 
and maintain a good self-image, we may push to the back burner the man-
date of God, ñBe you holy, even as I am holy.ò 

 

Evangelical Christians are most vulnerable to succumbing to this distortion. 
We stress the fact that our justification is by faith alone and insist that our 
righteousness is found in Christ alone. Though these assertions are true, it is 
equally true that the faith by which we are justified is a faith that brings forth 
fruit in our lives. The slogan of the Reformation was that we are justified by 
faith alone, but not by a faith that is alone. 

 

The instant true faith is present in the HEART of the believer, the process of 
sanctification begins. Change begins at once. The Christian begins to be 
conformed to the image of Christ. We are becoming holy. If we are not be-
coming holy, then Christ is not in us and our profession of faith is empty.ò
