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We] were dead in the trespasses and sins in which [we] once walked, follow-
ing the course of this world, following the prince of the power of the air...and were
by nature children of wrath, like the rest of mankind” (Ephesians 2:1-3). We were
in trouble! And there was not a thing we could do to extricate ourselves from the
pit we were in, “but God, being rich in mercy, because of the great love with
which He loves us, even when we were dead in our trespasses” (Ephesians 2:4-
5), sent His Son.

He didn’t wait until we straightened ourselves out; He doesn’t want us to be
weighed down with the burdens of our sins. No, He invites us to cast all our
“anxieties on Him, because He cares for [us]” (1 Peter 5:7). He sees our weak
condition and promises that He will not break the bruised reed nor will He quench
the faintly burning wick (Isaiah 42:3).

God “sent His Son to be the propitiation for our sins” (1 John 4:10). Jesus
came while we were weak and sinful, while we were dead. He perfectly satisfied
the demands of the law on our behalf. God sent His Son to live the perfect life in
our place and to reconcile us to our Father through His death on the
Cross. Through Christ we have been made alive; we have been saved by grace
(Ephesians 2:5).

All because of God’s great love for us! Martin Luther, in his explanation of the
Second Article of the Apostles’ Creed, the article dealing with our redemption,
stresses our helplessness and Christ’s sacrifice — that our Savior shed His “holy,
precious blood” — and then he talks about our response: ‘that [we] may be His
own and live under Him in His kingdom and serve Him in everlasting righteous-
ness, innocence, and blessedness.” We are saved for eternity, and we are saved
to do good in this life. We are saved to “serve Him.” We are saved so that we
might tell others of the hopeless situation we were in apart from Christ. We are
saved so that we might point others to the Savior. We are saved so that we might
minister to others just as Christ ministered when He walked this earth — touching,
teaching, loving, and speaking the truth in love. We are now entering the season
of Lent. In your conversations with your neighbors and acquaintances, make
mention of this season. Many have never heard of Lent. These 40 days offer
great opportunity to educate and inspire, to plant seeds and water them, to live
actively under Jesus in His kingdom and to serve Him by serv- -

The Symbolism of Ashes

God’s people have used ashes as a sign of mourning, humilia-
tion and penitence. In the Old Testament, ashes were used as a s
purification offering. The New Testament speaks of repenting in ”

“sackcloth and ashes” (Luke 10:13, NRSV).

On Ash Wednesday, Christians are pained because our sins — private and public —
led to Jesus’ death. With repentant hearts, we begin the season of Lent, knowing it leads
to resurrection on Easter Sunday.

Redeemer had earlier received
the check to be used in the church's ministry. Redeemer was one of four District
congregations to receive such award and won it on the basis of percentage of
members who participated in the "Know and Earn" Campaign last November.

At Redeemer this money will be applied to repayment of her LCEF loan relat-
ing to our last building/remodel project of 2005.

The campaign was based on a survey which members completed online re-
lating to LCEF. In the process it was hoped more people would become ac-
quainted with LCEF ministry. As Mrs. Olson explained LCEF was started over
100 years ago when several people pooled their money to loan to their congrega-
tion to build. The Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod became directly involved in
1902 and District LCEFs offered the investment and loan program for many
years.

LCEF, incorporated in 1978, is a continuation of the Synod's service to the
entire LCMS. The Northwest District joined LCEF in 1991.

In fiscal year 2010, LCEF welcomed more than 600 new loan customers.
Congregations and schools gained funds for building, upgrading or remodeling

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facilities, and rostered church workers secured reasonable housing and consoli- \

dation loans. 60,000 investors in LCEF make the funds available for these loans.

Keep praying boldly and be wise about it.
Here are some examples of what the information means:
1) If Suzy Jo shares that she is having surgery (or marital problems, or
any other personal information) and gives permission to share the informa-
tion to a broad audience (like during church service prayers, or in the bulle-
tin, or newsletter) then that is OK.
2) If Aunt Hillary shares the information about Suzy Jo then it is not OK
to publish it or talk about it in detail to the broader audience (unless you go
to Suzy Jo and get her permission).
Here is an example of why we share this information:
1) A church in the district called us to ask if we had any information on the
HIPAA laws concerning prayer — the situation that caused the question was
as follows: A prayer group within the church would write down the weekly
prayer requests, pray about them, and then deliver them to the church office.
The office was putting the requests, including the details, in the bulletin. One
of the people in the group was not aware that what was shared in the group
would end up in the bulletin! Here are some suggestions about how to share
the request without causing problems:
a) ask permission from the person to put the details in the bulletin;
b) put the information in but only with a first name and without specif-
ics — i.e. Suzy Jo requests prayer for healing; for challenges in her
life; for peace; etc
c) Keep the prayer requests in the group and with the Pastor, church
staff, and prayer warriors only — and leave them out of the bulletin and
other public items.

Again — all of that being said — be smart, be wise, be kind, be trusted with
confidential information and remember if, as the original email said,

“Suffice it to say that if you would not want to have the entire world know about
the details of your own prayer requests— then be discreet in what and how you
Share requests for others, too.”
